To cop with the
changing global scenario the University
Grant Commission also formulates various
policies and initiative to vibrate the higher
education in India. Various innovative ideas
are formulates to give new life to the courses,
curriculum to making it more adoptable to
the rapid changing environment in present
day education system and at per with
international educational pattern. Our
educational system produces students who
has lack of knowledge, confidence and
required skills. It could be because of no
relation between educational and skill
development in present day education
system.

The core
of CBCS is inter discipline and credit based
system instead of mark based system.

The CBCS courses are categorized as
follows :-

1. Core course : it should compulsorily
be studied by a candidate as a core
requirement.

2. Elective course : it’s a specific or
specialized or supportive to be the disciple,
which provides expanded scope to that
discipline.

I. Discipline specific elective
II. Dissertation /project

III. Generic elective: it is not related to
the disciple /subject.

3. Ability Enhancement Course: this
course is value based and skill based.
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Merits of CBCS
1. It focuses student centric approach.

2. A student can take as many credits as he
can cope with

3. A student can choose inter disciplinary
courses. It offers flexibility in learning.
A Physics student can take English
Literature also.

4. Skill development courses make a

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National Education Policy (NEP) 2020

The National Education Policy (NEP)
2020 was approved by the Union Cabinet
of India on 29th July 2020. The new
education policy aims to bring evolution of
the new education system in the country.
The two earlier education policies were
brought in 1968 and 1986. However, the
New Education Policy 2020 is a
comprehensive framework for elementary
education to higher education as well as
vocational training in both rural and urban
India. The policy aims to transform India’s
education system by 2040.

Soon after the release of the policy,
the government clarified that no one will
be forced to study any particular language
and that the medium of instruction will not
be shifted from English to any regional
language. The language policy in NEP is a
broad guideline and advisory in nature; and
itis up to the states, institutions, and schools
to decide on the implementation.

The Salient features of NEP 2020 are being
described in detail below:
1. Universal Access

NEP 2020 emphasizes on ensuring
universal access to school education at all
levels- pre school to secondary.
Infrastructure support, innovative education
centres to bring back dropouts into the
mainstream, tracking of students and their
learning levels, facilitating multiple
pathways to learning involving both formal
and non-formal education modes,
association of counselors or well-trained
social workers with schools, open learning
for classes 3,5 and 8 through NIOS and State
Open Schools, secondary education
programs equivalent to Grades 10 and 12,
vocational courses, adult literacy and life-
enrichment programs are some of the
proposed ways for achieving this.

2. Early Childhood Care and Education:
The Foundation of Learning

For the Early Childhood Care and
Education development, the 10+2 structure
of school curricula is to be replaced by a
5+3+3+4 curricular structure corresponding
to ages 3- 8, 8-11, 11-14, and 14-18 years
respectively. This will cover the age group
of 3-6 years under school curriculum, which
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has been recognized globally as the crucial
stage for development of mental faculties
of a child. The new system will have 12 years
of schooling with three years of Anganwadi/
pre schooling.

NCERT will develop a National
Curricular and Pedagogical Framework for
Early Childhood Care and Education
(NCPFECCE) for children up to the age of
8. ECCE will be delivered through a
significantly expanded and strengthened
system of institutions including

Anganwadis and pre-schools that will
have teachers and Anganwadi workers
trained in the ECCE pedagogy and
curriculum. The planning and
implementation of ECCE will be carried out
jointly by the Ministries of HRD, Women
and Child Development (WCD), Health and
Family Welfare (HFW), and Tribal Affairs.

3. Foundational Literacy and Numeracy
The ability to read and write, and
perform basic operations with numbers in
childhood education, is a necessary
foundation and crucial prerequisite for all
future schooling and lifelong learning.
However, according to various
governmental, as well as non-governmental
surveys, indicate that we are currently in a
learning crisis, a large proportion of students
currently in elementary school and have not
attained foundation literacy where they can
read and ability to carry out basic addition
and subtraction with Indian numeral.
However, NEP 2020 calls for setting
up of a National Mission on Foundational
Literacy and Numeracy by MHRD. States

will prepare an implementation plan for
attaining universal foundational literacy and
numeracy in all primary schools for all
learners by grade 3 by 2025. A National Book
Promotion Policy is to be formulated.m

4. Curriculum and Pedagogy in Schools
The curricular and pedagogical
structure of school education will be
reconfigured to make it responsive and
relevant to the developmental needs and
interests of learners at different stages of
their development, corresponding to the age
ranges of 3-8, 8-11, 11- 14, and 14-18 years,
respectively. The curricular and pedagogical
structure and the curricular framework for
school education will therefore be guided
by a 5+3+3+4 design, consisting of the
Foundational Stage (in two parts, that is, 3
years of Anganwadi/pre- school + 2 years in
primary school in Grades 1-2; both together
covering ages 3-8), Preparatory Stage
(Grades 3-5, covering ages 8-11), Middle
Stage (Grades 6-8, covering ages 11-14), and
Secondary Stage (Grades 9-12 in two
phases, i.e., 9 and 10 in the firstand 11 and
12 in the second, covering ages 14-18).
The school curricula and pedagogy
will aim for holistic development of learners
by equipping them with the key 21st century
skills, reduction in curricular content to
enhance essential learning and critical
thinking and greater focus on experiential
learning. Students will have increased
flexibility and choice of subjects. There will
be no rigid separations between arts and
sciences, between curricular and extra-
curricular activities, between vocational and
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academic streams.

5. Multilingualism and the power of
language

It is well understood that young
children learn and grasp nontrivial concepts
more quickly in their home language/mother
tongue. Home language is usually the same
language as the mother tongue or that which
is spoken by local communities. However,
at times in multi-lingual families, there can
be a home language spoken by other family
members which may sometimes be different
from mother tongue or local language.
Wherever possible, the medium of
instruction until at least Grade 5, but
preferably till Grade 8 and beyond, will be
the home language/mother tongue/local
language/regional language. Thereafter, the
home/local language shall continue to be
taught as a language wherever possible. This
will be followed by both public and private
schools. High-quality textbooks, including
in science, will be made available in home
languages/mother tongue. All efforts will be
made early on to ensure that any gaps that
exist between the language spoken by the
child and the medium of teaching are
bridged. In cases where home language/
mother tongue textbook material is not
available, the language of transaction
between teachers and students will still
remain the home language/mother tongue
wherever possible. Teachers will be
encouraged to use a bilingual approach,
including bilingual teaching-learning
materials, with those students whose home
language may be different from the medium

of instruction. All languages will be taught
with high quality to all students; a language
does not need to be the medium of
instruction for it to be taught and learned
well.

6. Curricular Integration of Essential
Subjects, Skills, and Capacities

As the students must have a large
amount of flexibility in choosing their
individual curricula, certain subjects, skills,
and capacities should be learned by all
students to become good, successful,
innovative, adaptable, and productive
human beings in today’s rapidly changing
world. In addition to proficiency in
languages, these skills include: scientific
temper and evidence-based thinking;
creativity and innovativeness; sense of
aesthetics and art; oral and written
communication; health and nutrition;
physical education, fitness, wellness, and

_sports; collaboration and teamwork;

problem solving and logical reasoning;
vocational exposure and skills; digital
literacy, coding, and computational
thinking; ethical and moral reasoning;
knowledge and practice of human and
Constitutional values; gender sensitivity;
Fundamental Duties; citizenship skills and
values; knowledge of India; environmental
awareness including water and resource
conservation, sanitation and hygiene; and
current affairs and knowledge of critical
issues facing local communities, States, the
country, and the world.
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7. National Curriculum Framework for
School Education (NCFSE)

The formulation of a new and
comprehensive National Curricular
Framework for School Education, NCFSE
2020-21, will be undertaken by the NCERT
- based on the principles of this National
Education Policy 2020, frontline curriculum
needs, and after discussions with all
stakeholders including State Governments,
Ministries, relevant Departments of the
Central Government, and other expert
bodies, and will be made available in all
regional languages. The NCFSE document
shall henceforth be revisited and updated
once every 5-10 years, taking into account
frontline curriculum.

8. Holistic Multidisciplinary Education

The policy determines broad based,
multi-disciplinary, holistic Under Graduate
education with flexible curricula, creative
combinations of subjects, integration of
vocational education and multiple entry and
exit points with appropriate certification.
Under Graduate education can be of 3 or 4
years with multiple exit options and
appropriate certification within this period.
For example, Certificate after 1 year,
Advanced Diploma after 2 years, Bachelor’s
Degree after 3 years and Bachelor’s with
Research after 4 years.

An Academic Bank of Credit is to be
established for digitally storing academic
credits earned from different Higher
Educational Institutions so that these can be
transferred and counted towards final degree
earned.

Conclusion:
